Renovations Planned for 304 South Columbia Street

Project Will Preserve Investments Made in Prior Renovation Projects
and Keep House a Top-Notch, Competitive Facility

We all have fond memories of our time in
Chapel Hill, especially of the brotherhood,
common activities, parties and the lifestyle that
revolved around the Phi Delta Theta house at
304 South Columbia Street. If the rooms in the
house could talk, oh the stories they would tell.

Phi Delts are understandably proud of the
facility located on a prime corner at UNC. The
NC Beta Foundation owns the house and the
land, free and clear. We do not lease from the
University and we do not have a mortgage. We
believe that a well-maintained, attractive facility
is a strong asset for the current active brothers to
use, for prospective pledges to admire, and for
alumni to return for periodic visits and reunions.

Twice in the last 50 years we have sum-
moned help from alumni to support construc-
tion or renovation plans. In 1970 we removed
the portico from the south end, and added new
bathrooms upstairs and a first class party room
on the main level. In 1998 we renovated all the
bedrooms, reworked the 1970 addition roofline
design, added new patios and porches, and
added central heat and air to the entire build-
ing. The last renovation came with a promise
of concerted oversight to keep the house in top
shape. That promise has been kept thanks to
the hard work of the Secretary/Treasurer of the
NC Beta Foundation, Robert Page *47. Bob
has worked tirelessly since 1998 to make repairs
where necessary, upgrades where prudent, and
to make a regular summer renewal part of the
annual budget. We all owe Bob a debt of grati-
tude for his dedication and deliberate attention
to all manners of recurring maintenance.

Despite Bob’s efforts to maintain the build-
ing, certain areas of the house need updated.
Mindful of the importance of always present-
ing an attractive, top-notch facility for current
and future brothers, the NC Beta Foundation
has reviewed a series of proposed construction

projects which would either expand the house
significantly or alternatively renovate major
portions of it. After many consultations, archi-
tectural renderings, and cost/benefit analyses,
we have settled on a plan to renovate major
areas of the basement and first floor to improve
the interior design, to better utilize space, and
to update restrooms to meet city codes. We are
adding new refrigeration for the kitchen and
an upstairs laundry room for resident brothers.
The Housemother’s room will be reworked for
better space use and the front hall redesigned
in a classic Georgian/Colonial style with open
stairs and arched doorways to the back hall.
Nearby renderings and floor plans may give you
an idea of the extent of our plans.

Accomplishing this work and keeping the
fraternity debt free will require significant alum-
ni participation. Steve Bell 67, who spear-
headed the 1998 campaign, has agreed to again
chair the 2013 Capital Campaign Committee,
with an ambitious hope for project completion
by fall 2014. Your direct gift or your active par-
ticipation at any level of our fundraising effort
will be greatly appreciated, especially by those
rooms that can’t talk! Stay tuned for more infor-
mation on how you can get involved.

I'd like to share an incredible story about
a Phi Delt brother. Billy Dunlap "61
was one of the reasons that I chose to
pledge Phi Delt. He was a year ahead of
me and we were good friends through
undergraduate school. We spent some
evenings studying together with other
brothers in a classroom in Gardner Hall

after one of us had crawled through a
window to gain entry. He went astray to
medical school, and we went different
pathways for internship, residency,
military service, then fellowship.

We reconnected in the fall of 1972
at halftime in Kenan Stadium, where
we briefly discussed our professional
goals.

The short of the story is that we started
